Free federal and New York State income tax preparation will again
be available through the Clarence Tax Aide program. This service is a
part of the nation’s largest free, volunteer tax counseling program
sponsored by AARP and the IRS. We do returns for any Western New
York taxpayer within the scope of our training. We do not however,
prepare returns requiring depreciation, corporate returns, or out of
state returns.

The Clarence Tax Aide volunteers completed over 1,000 returns
last year. All returns are computer generated with electronic filing
(E-filing) used to speed refunds. Each taxpayer’s final return receives
a quality review by a supervisor, as well as an electronic diagnosis to
eliminate errors and ensure the maximum benefit to the taxpayer.

The majority of members receive
their newsletter within a day or two of mailing.
However, zip codes outside of Clarence often
take a few extra days, and 14221 can take up to
two weeks - and sometimes more. All members
can opt to have their newsletter held in the office
for pick-up. If you regularly come in for any
activity, or if you just want to make sure you
don’t miss out on signing up for events, consider
having your newsletter held in the office.
